American schools 

American children go to elementary school when they are six years old 
and they stay there for six years. The school years are called "grades". The 
first year is the "first grade", and the last year the "sixth grade". In most parts 
of the country elementary schools also have kindergartens for five-years-olds. 

Pre-schools are for children younger than five. In pre-school and kindergar-
ten, children prepare to go to school. They play with other children and learn to 
listen to the teacher. Not all children go to pre-school or kindergarten. 

Public elementary schools usually have about 500 students. Boys and 
girls attend classes together, and there are between 15 and 30 children in a 
class. Some students learn fast. Others need extra help. Teachers may put 
pupils in small groups where they can learn at different speeds. 

In junior high school (grades seven and eight) and in high school (grades 
nine through twelve) there are important subjects. Children must learn them, 
but they must have other important lessons, too. They must learn to make 
friends with boys and girls in their class. They must learn to choose, to use 
free time well and to study alone. 

Robert is in the eleventh grade. He must take the important subjects, but 
he may choose other subjects as well. Robert is good at History and French, 
so he has chosen these subjects. The students use their free time in many dif-
ferent ways. Robert is in the high school basketball team. He has joined some 
clubs, too. He is a member of the computer club and the French club.  

The first schools in America started in the 1600s. But in the 19th century 
large numbers of children did not attend any school. The problem of chil-
dren's education started a great discussion in America. There were three 
groups of people who had different ideas. 

One group of people said that young people should spend their time at 
home helping their families. As most Americans lived on farms there was 
always much agricultural work to be done. 
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The second group, mostly businessmen, believed that children should 
work on factories. America's Industrial Revolution had begun, and this group 
knew that there would be many jobs in manufacturing. 

The third group said that to help create a better society, young people 
should know how to write and express their own ideas. Therefore each state 
should develop a system of public schools. This idea was supported by Tho-
mas Jefferson, the third president and later by Abraham Lincoln who said the 
education was very important for people.

Oxford University 

Oxford University was founded in the twelfth century. It is one of the 
largest and most ancient higher educational establishments of England. 

Oxford University is practically not a single University but a collection 
of colleges, each self-governing and independent. 

The University has laboratories and research Institutes in all branches of 
science and engineering. It is provided with the well-equipped library and 
many other educational facilities. The students have to pay for their studying, 
living accommodations and so on. Very few students are provided with 
grants from public or private funds. 

Every student has a qualified tutor who guides him through the whole 
course of training. Each week the student goes to his tutor, and the tutor dis-
cusses with him the work he has done and sets him the task for the next 
week's work. Many famous graduates have been educated at Oxford Univer-
sity.
