RAILWAY MANIAS

In 1830 there were a few dozen miles of railways in all the world — chiefly consisting of
the line from Liverpool to Manchester. By 1840 there were over 4,500 miles, by 1850 over 23,500.
Most of them were projected in a few bursts of speculative frenzy known as the ‘railway manias’
of 1835-1837 and especially in 1844-1847; most of them were built in large part with British
capital, British iron, machines and knowhow. These investment booms appear irrational, because
in fact few railways were much more profitable to the investor than other forms of enterprise, most
yielded quite modest profits and many none at all: in 1855 the average interest on capital sunk in
the British railways was a mere 3.7 per cent.

(From The Age of Revolution by Eric Hobsbawm, 1995, p. 45)

(a) Between 1830 and 1850 there was very rapid development in railway construction
worldwide. Two periods of especially feverish growth were 1835-1837 and 1844-1847. It is hard
to understand the reason for this intense activity, since railways were not particularly profitable
investments and some produced no return at all (Hobsbawm, 1995: 45).

(b) There were only a few dozen miles of railways in 1830, including the Liverpool to
Manchester line. But by 1840 there were over 4,500 miles and over 23,500 by 1850. Most of them

(c) As Hobsbawm (1995) argues, nineteenth century railway mania was partly



irrational: ‘because in fact few railways were much more profitable to the investor than
other forms of enterprise, most yielded quite modest profits and many none at all: in 1855 the
average interest on capital sunk in the British railways was a mere 3.7 per cent” (Hobsbawm, 1995:
45).

(d) Globally, railway networks increased dramatically from 1830 to 1850; the majority in
short periods of ‘mania’ (1835-1837 and 1844-1847). British technology and capital were
responsible for much of this growth, yet the returns on the investment were hardly any better than
comparable business opportunities (Hobsbawm, 1895: 45).

(e) The dramatic growth of railways between 1830 and 1850 was largely achieved using
British technology. However, it has been claimed that much of this development was irrational
because few railways were much more profitable to the investor than other forms of enterprise;
most yielded quite modest profits and many none at all.

It is widely agreed that men and women think and act in different ways. Women

appear to have better memories, better social skills and are more competent at multitasking.
Men, in contrast, seem to focus better on issues and have superior motor and spatial skills, although
clearly many people are exceptions to these patterns. These differences have been explained as
behaviour adopted thousands of years ago, when the men went hunting while the women stayed
at home and cared for their children. But another approach is to see the behaviour as a result of the
way our brains function.

Recent research by Ragini Verma’s team at the University of Pennsylvania has used brain
scans to compare 428 men and 521 women. They tracked the pathways of water molecules around
the brain area, and found fascinating differences.

The top half of the brain is called the cerebrum, and it is divided into a left and a

right half. The left hemisphere is thought to be the home of logic and the right is the centre
of intuition. Dr Verma found that with women most of the pathways went between the two halves,
while with men they stayed inside the hemispheres. She believes that these results explain the
gender differences in ability, such as women’s social competence compared to men’s more intense
focus.

It is widely recognized that men and women think and behave differently. Women tend to have
better memories, superior social skills, and are more adept at multitasking. On the other hand,
men often excel in focusing on specific issues and have better motor and spatial skills, although
many individuals do not fit these general patterns. These differences have traditionally been
attributed to behaviors developed thousands of years ago when men hunted and women cared
for children at home. Another perspective attributes these behaviors to the way our brains
function.

Recent research by Ragini Verma’s team at the University of Pennsylvania involved brain
scans of 428 men and 521 women, tracking the pathways of water molecules in the brain, and
revealing intriguing differences. The cerebrum, the upper part of the brain, is divided into left
and right hemispheres, with the left associated with logic and the right with intuition. Dr.
Verma found that in women, most pathways connected the two hemispheres, while in men, the
pathways remained within each hemisphere. She believes these findings explain the
differences in abilities between genders, such as women’s social adeptness compared to men’s
stronger focus.

Using cartoons in English lessons



While watching cartoons, students can not only expand their vocabulary, but also learn how to
use new words correctly in context, which is also an important aspect of learning a foreign
language. To find out whether the teachers of the English language MBOU "Secondary School
No. 74" use cartoons in educational activities and whether they consider this tool effective for
the formation of lexical skills, a survey was conducted. 11 teachers with different experience
took part in the survey: those who have just started working and those with more than 10 years
of experience.
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The first and second questions were common: "Your work experience in teaching English” and
"At which school do you teach English?", the results of which are shown in Figures 1 and 2.

As can be seen from the diagram of the second question, most of the respondents teach in high
school. A quarter of the respondents teach in high school and two teachers in elementary
school. Based on this, the following question was asked "What tasks do you use to develop
your lexical skills in English lessons?" The results are shown in Figure 3. Based on the results
of the question, it can be concluded that most participants prefer to use videos/cartoons in their
work, which indicates that most participants consider them an effective means to expand
vocabulary and improve lexical skills. However, a quarter of the respondents also prefer
additional exercises from various sources. The rest use exercises from different sources. There
were no teachers who use only assignments from the UMK. Thus, English language teachers
use a variety of methods and tools to enrich the vocabulary of students. Cartoons can be useful
for visualizing and contextualizing words and phrases, while additional exercises help to
deepen knowledge and consolidate the studied material. Combining different methods and
sources helps to make lessons more interesting, effective and diverse. The fourth question was:
"What skills, in your opinion, are best developed by watching cartoons in English class?". The
results are shown in Figure 4.

Based on the results of the survey, it can be concluded that the majority of teachers who include
various sources of assignments in their educational activities believe that animated films are
an effective means of forming lexical skills, as well as increase student motivation.
