Cultural behaviour in business

Much of today's business is conducted across international borders, and while the majority
of the global business community might share the use of English as a common language, the
nuances and expectations of business communication might differ greatly from culture to culture. A
lack of understanding of the cultural norms and practices of our business acquaintances can result in
unfair judgements, misunderstandings and breakdowns in communication. Here are three basic
areas of differences in the business etiquette around the world that could help stand you in good
stead when you next find yourself working with someone from a different culture.

Addressing someone

When discussing this topic in a training course, a German trainee and a British trainee got
into a hot debate about whether it was appropriate for someone with a doctorate to use the
corresponding title on their business card. The British trainee maintained that anyone who wasn't a
medical doctor expecting to be addressed as 'Dr' was disgustingly pompous and full of themselves.
The German trainee, however, argued that the hard work and years of education put into earning
that PhD should give them full rights to expect to be addressed as 'Dr'.

This stark difference in opinion over something that could be conceived as minor and thus
easily overlooked goes to show that we often attach meaning to even the most mundane practices.
When things that we are used to are done differently, it could spark the strongest reactions in us.
While many Continental Europeans and Latin Americans prefer to be addressed with a title, for
example Mr or Ms and their surname when meeting someone in a business context for the first time,
Americans, and increasingly the British, now tend to prefer using their first names. The best thing
to do is to listen and observe how your conversation partner addresses you and, if you are still
unsure, do not be afraid to ask them how they would like to be addressed.

Smiling

A famous Russian proverb states that 'a smile without reason is a sign of idiocy' and a so-
called 'smile of respect' is seen as insincere and often regarded with suspicion in Russia. Yet in
countries like the United States, Australia and Britain, smiling is often interpreted as a sign of
openness, friendship and respect, and is frequently used to break the ice.

In a piece of research done on smiles across cultures, the researchers found that smiling individuals
were considered more intelligent than non-smiling people in countries such as Germany,



Switzerland, China and Malaysia. However, in countries like Russia, Japan, South Korea and Iran,
pictures of smiling faces were rated as less intelligent than the non-smiling ones. Meanwhile, in
countries like India, Argentina and the Maldives, smiling was associated with dishonesty.

Eye contact

An American or British person might be looking their client in the eye to show that they are
paying full attention to what is being said, but if that client is from Japan or Korea, they might find
the direct eye contact awkward or even disrespectful. In parts of South America and Africa,
prolonged eye contact could also be seen as challenging authority. In the Middle East, eye contact
across genders is considered inappropriate, although eye contact within a gender could signify
honesty and truthfulness.

Having an increased awareness of the possible differences in expectations and behaviour can
help us avoid cases of miscommunication, but it is vital that we also remember that cultural
stereotypes can be detrimental to building good business relationships. Although national cultures
could play a part in shaping the way we behave and think, we are also largely influenced by the
region we come from, the communities we associate with, our age and gender, our corporate culture
and our individual experiences of the world. The knowledge of the potential differences should
therefore be something we keep at the back of our minds, rather than something that we use to
pigeonhole the individuals of an entire nation.

Senator John McCain’s campaign against President Barack Obama’s unqualified



ambassador picks suffered a major blow Tuesday when the Senate confirmed political bundlers to
positions in Hungary and Argentina.

The Arizona Republican appeared on the Senate floor on Tuesday to urge his colleagues not
to approve Colleen Bell, who used to be a producer for soap opera “The Bold and the Beautiful,” as
ambassador to Hungary. He had criticized her during a Senate Foreign Relations Committee hearing
in January, where she failed to list any strategic U.S. goals in the country...[...]

Bell's nomination, along with those of political consultant Noah Mamet for Argentina and
businessman George Tsunis for Norway, were criticized by the American Foreign Service
Association. Fifteen former presidents of the union signed a letter in March urging lawmakers to
vote against them.

In his speech, McCain said that traditionally 30 percent of ambassadorships have been given
as political rewards and 70 percent have been given to career diplomats, and he criticized Obama for
reaching an average of 37 percent political nominees throughout his two terms.

Senator Barbara Boxer, a California Democrat, called McCain’s remarks “ridiculous.” “You
would think this is the first time that any president nominated someone that’s a political appointee,”
she said.

Political appointments overseas are not a new phenomenon—36 percent of President George
W. Bush’s nominees were political when he left office, according to NBC News—but the
practice still roils confirmation hearings. In January, Tsunis drew the most attention: He appeared
unaware that Norway has a prime minister, not a president, and referred to a party in the country’s
leading coalition as a hate-spewing fringe group. But all three were unimpressive and criticized by
media outlets in their future postings...

Arab Protests: News from Syria, Libya, and Europe SYRIA

The international community has condemned the Syrian government of President Bashar al-
Asaad for the use of violence against pro-democracy protesters. Since protests erupted last month,
more than 400 people have been killed and an alleged 400 people have been arrested. Syria has
deployed truckloads of troops to fight the anti-government protestors.

Members of the U.N. will meet this week to discuss a plan to persuade the Syrian president
to end the assault on civilians. EU officials will also discuss the possibility of placing economic
sanctions on Syria.

LIBYA - NATO is enforcing a UN resolution to protect civilians amid a revolt that began
two months ago. A UN team has recently arrived in the capital of Tripoli to investigate human rights
violations committed by the Gaddafi government, rebels, and NATO forces. There have been
reports of disappearances, torture, and the indiscriminate bombing of civilians.

UK Deference Secretary has stated that Gaddafi forces are on the back foot. The fighting is
now fiercest in the western city of Misrata, a major city held by the rebels.

On Tuesday, the United States eased oil sanctions on Libya. This will allow the rebels to sell
oil and oil products to US firms.

FRANCE/ITALY -French President Nicolas Sarkozy and Italian President Silvio
Berlusconi have asked the EU to close its borders in the wake of the recent Arab protests. The
current system allows passport-free travel among 25 EU countries. The presidents have asked for a
review of this law in order to limit the movement of refugees. Berlusconi has also asked other EU
countries to share the responsibility in dealing with the recent exodus of immigrants. In the past two
months, nearly 30,000 immigrants have arrived in Italy from Tunisia.

Mutual assured destruction. In the event, technological Developments supported the
second strike. Initially, long-range bombers had to be kept on continual alert to prevent them from
being eliminated in a surprise attack. When ICBMs moved into full production in the early 1960s
with such systems as the U.S. Titan and Minuteman I and the Soviet SS-7 and SS-8, they were
placed in hardened underground silos, so that an unlikely direct hit would be required to destroy



them. Even less vulnerable were submarine-launched ballistic missiles (SLBMs) such as the U.S.
Polaris and the Soviet SS-N-5 and SS-N-6, which could take full advantage of the ocean expanses
to hide from enemy attack.

Meanwhile, attempts to develop effective defenses against nuclear attack proved futile. The
standards for antiaircraft defense in the nuclear age had to be much higher than for conventional air
raids, since any penetration of the defensive screen would threaten the defender with catastrophe.
Progress was made using surface-to-air missiles (SAMs). such as the U.S. Nike series, in
developing defenses against bombers, but the move to ICBMs, with their minimal warning time
before impact, appeared to render the defensive task hopeless. Then, during the 1960s, advances in .
and long-range SAMs promised a breakthrough in missile defense, but by the early 1970s turn
were countered by improvements in offensive missiles-notably multiple independently targeted
reentry MIRVs

A Foreign Service career is more than a job. It involves uncommon commitments and
occasional hardships as well as unique rewards and opportunities. A decision to enter this career
must involve unusual motivation and a firm dedication to public service. Foreign Service personnel
are committed to support their country’s policy publicly, whatever their private views. The Foreign
Service is a mobile profession. Personnel must agree to serve at any national diplomatic or consular
post abroad, or in any domestic position, according to the needs of the Foreign Service.



Personnel spend an average of 60 % of their careers abroad. This imposed mobility presents
challenges to family life and raising children not found in more settled careers. Many overseas posts
are in small or remote countries where harsh climates, health hazards, and other discomforts exist,
and where many social amenities frequently are unavailable. Overseas service may also involve
security risks to personnel and their families.

However, careers in the Foreign Service offer special rewards too: the pride and satisfaction
of representing your country and protecting your country’s interests abroad; the challenge of
working in a demanding, competitive, action-oriented profession; opportunities for change and
growth; contact with stimulating compatriots and foreign colleagues in government, business, the
press and other professions, frequent travel, and the enriching cultural and social experience of
living abroad.

What are International Relations?

International relations refers to the collective interactions of the international community,
which includes individual nations and states, inter-governmental organizations such as the United
Nations, non-governmental organizations like Doctors Without Borders, multinational corporations,
and so forth. The term is also used to refer to a branch of political science which focuses on the
study of these interactions. As an academic discipline, international relations encompasses a wide
range of academic fields, ranging from history to environmental studies, and there are a number of
areas of specific specialty, for academics who are interested in them.

The concept of international relations on some level is probably quite old, given that humans
have been establishing governments and communicating with each other for thousands of years.
However, many people agree that international relations truly began to emerge around the 15th
century, when people started exploring the world and interacting with other governments and
cultures. Organizations like the Dutch East India company were among the first multinational
corporations, for example, while representatives of various European governments met with foreign
governments to establish trade agreements and to discuss issues of mutual concern.

International relations can get incredibly complex. It is also sometimes known as “foreign
relations,” and specialists in this field do things like staffing diplomatic agencies abroad, providing
consultation to businesses which are considering establishing branches overseas, and assisting
charitable non-governmental organizations with their missions. Many specialists pick a particular
region of the world to focus on, as the language and etiquette of international relations is incredibly
varied, depending on whom one deals with.

THE EVOLUTION OF MULTILATERAL DIPLOMACY

Diplomacy is the method by which nation-states, through authorized agents, maintain
mutual relations, communicate with each other, and carry out political, economic, and legal
transactions.

Although the roots of diplomacy reach back to the beginning of organized human society,
the Peace of Westphalia o f I MX is generally believed to be the origin of diplomacy as an
institution, since it marked the beginning of the European nation-state system (which initially
consisted of twelve well-defined sovereign states) and codified the rules of conduct among
sovereign and “equal” states. The Westphalian principles of sovereignty and the territorial state
that were established in the seventeenth century are the foundation o f today’s multilateral
diplomatic system.

The history of diplomacy is commonly divided between the “old diplomacy” that reached its
zenith in the nineteenth century and the “new diplomacy” of the twentieth. The “old diplomacy” or
“bilateral diplomacy” was dominated for almost three hundred years by the “French system of
diplomacy”, which established and developed several key features of contemporary diplomacy-
resident ambassadors, secret negotiations, ceremonial duties and protocol, honesty, and
professionalism. Old diplomacy was predominantly limited to the conduct of relations on a state-
to-state basis via resident missions (embassies), with the resident ambassador being the key actor.
The “new diplomacy” that emerged in the nineteenth century and found its fullest expression in the
twentieth is distinguished from the “old” by two themes: “First, the demand that diplomacy should
be more open to public scrutiny and control, and second, the projected establishment o f an
international organization which would act both as a forum for the peaceful settlement of disputes
and as a deterrent to the waging of aggressive war”.

The vestiges of the “old diplomacy” rapidly faded into the background after World War
I, when the “standing diplomatic conference” (or, as it is more commonly known,
international organization) and multilateral diplomacy blossomed. By the middle of the twentieth
century, the international arena had become too big and too complex for traditional bilateral
diplomacy to manage, unleashing the unprecedented drive of the past fifty years to build
international and regional organizations with defined rules of procedure, permanent secretariats,
and permanently accredited diplomatic missions and gradually shifting the emphasis in diplomatic
method from traditional bilateralism to multilateralism. This was a particularly important
development in international relations.

As a consequence, the “new” diplomacy, especially as it is manifested in the United
Nations, broadened the tasks of the profession, subtly changing how diplomats conduct their trade.
Today, the tasks of a diplomat include: (1) formal and substantive representation (the former
involves presentation of credentials, protocol and participation in the diplomatic circuit of a national
capital or an international or regional institution, while the latter includes explanation and
defence of national policies and negotiations with other governments); (2) information
gathering (acting as a “listening post”); (3) laying the groundwork or preparing the basis for a
policy or new initiatives; (4) reducing interstate friction or oiling the wheels of bilateral or
multilateral relations; (5) managing order and change; and (6) creating, drafting and amending



international normative and regulatory rules.

Multilateral diplomacy emphasizes diplomats’ public speaking, debating and language skills
since communications are conducted principally by means of verbal, face-to-face exchanges rather
than in the predominantly written style o f bilateral diplomacy. The expansion and intertwining
of political, economic, and social issues and concerns on the agenda of multilateral diplomacy have
pushed diplomats towards greater specialization, and increased involvement in external affairs of
domestic ministries, such as those concerned with agriculture, civil aviation, finance and
health. As Sir David Hannay, former permanent representative o f the United Kingdom to the
United Nations, points out: “You have to have a reasonable spread of specializations. You now
certainly have to have military advice. And on the development side, you have to have people who
know something about environment, who know something about population control, who know
something about wider development policies”.

Also, multilateral diplomacy has overlaid the task of the international system on the
diplomats’ traditional function of advancing and protecting national interests within the system.

A court in Australia has judged that the use of the word "Kiwi" to describe a person from
New Zealand is not discriminatory. New Zealander Julie Savage filed a complaint against an
Australian bakery where she was nicknamed "Kiwi" by her colleagues. She asserted that the term
"Kiwi" was a form of racial discrimination and was insulting and disrespectful. However, the
employment tribunal decided otherwise and dismissed her complaint. The bakery owner argued that
the term "Kiwi" was one that most New Zealanders were proud of. He said the New Zealand
government openly endorses the term and that it was used as "a term of endearment and as a means
of identifying as a New Zealander".

The tribunal judge ruled that calling a New Zealander a Kiwi was not offensive. She said:
"WKiwi\\' is not an insult." In her findings, the judge observed that Ms Savage, "did not allege that
she suffered unfavourable treatment in respect of the terms of her employment, lack of progression
or segregation". Australia\\'s Commissioner for Equal Opportunity acted on Ms Savage\\'s behalf.
She determined that: "If someone takes particular offence at that nickname and doesn\\'t like it and
says they don\\'t like it and asked not to be called that anymore, then in a respectful workplace,
that\\'s what you\\'d do, you wouldn\\'t call them that anymore." The bakery owner said he employs
"every nationality known to man" and is not a racist.

A Foreign Service career is more than a job. It involves uncommon commitments and occasional
hardships as well as unique rewards and opportunities. A decision to enter this career must involve
unusual motivation and a firm dedication to public service. Foreign Service personnel are committed to
support their country’s policy publicly, whatever their private views. The Foreign Service is a mobile
profession. Personnel must agree to serve at any national diplomatic or consular post abroad, or in any
domestic position, according to the needs of the Foreign Service.

Personnel spend an average of 60 % of their careers abroad. This imposed mobility presents
challenges to family life and raising children not found in more settled careers. Many overseas posts are
in small or remote countries where harsh climates, health hazards, and other discomforts exist, and where
many social amenities frequently are unavailable. Overseas service may also involve security risks to
personnel and their families.

However, careers in the Foreign Service offer special rewards too: the pride and satisfaction of
representing your country and protecting your country’s interests abroad; the challenge of working in a
demanding, competitive, action-oriented profession; opportunities for change and growth; contact with
stimulating compatriots and foreign colleagues in government, business, the press and other professions,
frequent travel, and the enriching cultural and social experience of living abroad.

IIpumMepHBbIN OTBET 2:

MHOFOCTOpOHHHH AUITIJIOMAaTHs.

Diplomacy is the method by which nation-states, through authorized agents, maintain mutual
relations, communicate with each other, and carry out political, economic, and legal transactions.

The Westphalian principles of sovereignty and the territorial state that were established in the
seventeenth century are the foundation of today’s multilateral diplomatic system.

The history of diplomacy is commonly divided between the “old diplomacy”. The “old
diplomacy” or “bilateral diplomacy” was dominated for almost three hundred years by the “French
system of diplomacy”, which established and developed several key features of contemporary diplomacy-
resident ambassadors, secret negotiations, ceremonial duties and protocol, honesty, and professionalism.
Old diplomacy was predominantly limited to the conduct of relations on a state-to-state basis. The “new



diplomacy” is distinguished from the “old” by two themes: “First, the demand that diplomacy should be
more open to public scrutiny and control, and second, the projected establishment of an international
organization which would act both as a forum for the peaceful settlement of disputes and as a deterrent to
the waging of aggressive war”.

The “new” diplomacy, especially as it is manifested in the United Nations, broadened the tasks of
the profession. Today, the tasks of a diplomat include: (1) formal and substantive representation; (2)
information gathering (acting as a “listening post™); (3) laying the groundwork or preparing the basis for a
policy or new initiatives; (4) reducing interstate friction or oiling the wheels of bilateral or multilateral
relations; (5) managing order and change; and (6) creating, drafting and amending international normative
and regulatory rules.

Multilateral diplomacy emphasizes diplomats’ public speaking, debating and language skills since
communications are conducted principally by means of verbal, face-to-face exchanges rather than in the
predominantly written style of bilateral diplomacy. The expansion and intertwining of political,
economic, and social issues and concerns on the agenda of multilateral diplomacy have pushed diplomats
towards greater specialization, and increased involvement in external affairs.

There are many different kinds of international organisations, two are inter-governmental organisations,
and independent charities or non-governmental organisations (NGOs).

Many of the international organisations that exist today were formed in the last one hundred years.
Informal networks and relationships between countries had existed previously, but structured
organisations with formal goals and clearly defined organisational structures are relatively new. There are
now hundreds of different organisations that work on an international level, and many have become quite
complex as they have developed and changed over time. Each was originally created for a different
reason, and each has different goals. Some are campaigning organisations that try to change laws or
attitudes. Some give money, advice or other forms of support to those in need. Some exist to try to protect
national interests.

Organizations are groups of people, businesses, or governments that work together to solve an issue.
International organizations involve governments or people from different countries working together to
solve an issue that crosses country borders. Reaching across borders is what makes them “international.”
There are two main types of international organizations: intergovernmental and nongovernmental
organizations.

Intergovernmental organizations are based on formal agreements between three or more countries that
have come together for a specific purpose. For example, several governments might come together to
share the national experts and resources to develop solutions for fighting hunger around the world.
Nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) are groups that work to solve problems around the world.
Although they may have members that come from government organizations, they are not connected to
any government. A nongovernmental organization is free to work toward its own goals without
interference from any government. If an NGO wanted to fight hunger globally, it might collaborate with
other NGOs or raise money independently to fund projects.

International organizations have often been responsible for providing help to nations in need. They also
keep the peace in countries that are having violent uprisings or civil war. In addition to using troops or
volunteers to maintain peace, international organizations also work to provide better education and
medical care to people in war-torn areas.

The European Union (EU) is a politico-economic union of 27 member states that are located primarily in
Europe. It covers an area of 4,324,782 km2, with an estimated population of over 508 million. The EU
operates through a system of supranational institutions and intergovernmental-negotiated decisions by the
member states. The institutions are: the European Parliament, the European Council, the Council of the
European Union, the European Commission, the Court of Justice of the European Union, the European
Central Bank, and the Court of Auditors. The European Parliament is elected every five years by EU
citizens.

The EU traces its origins from the European Coal and Steel Community (ECSC) and the European
Economic Community (EEC), formed by the Inner Six countries in 1951 and 1958, respectively. In the
intervening years, the community and its successors have grown in size by the accession of new member
states and in power by the addition of policy areas to its remit. The Maastricht Treaty established the
European Union under its current name in 1993 and introduced the European Citizenship.

The EU has developed a single market through a standardised system of laws that apply in all member
states. Within the Schengen Area, passport controls have been abolished. EU policies aim to ensure the
free movement of people, goods, services, and capital, enact legislation in justice and home affairs, and
maintain common policies on trade, agriculture, fisheries, and regional development.

The monetary union was established in 1999 and came into full force in 2002. It is currently composed of
19 member states that use the euro as their legal tender. Through the Common Foreign and Security
Policy, the EU has developed a role in external relations and defence. The union maintains permanent
diplomatic missions throughout the world and represents itself at the United Nations, the WTO, the G8,
and the G-20.

In 2012, the EU was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize. Because of its global influence, the European Union
has been described as a current or as a potential superpower.

Massacre in Tiananmen Square

Several hundred civilians have been shot dead by the Chinese army during a bloody military operation to
crush a democratic uprising in Peking's (Beijing) Tiananmen Square. They started with a march by
students in memory of former party leader Hu Yaobang, who had died. But as the days passed, millions of
people joined in, angered by widespread corruption and calling for democracy.

After weeks of indecision, hardliners in the Chinese leadership won out and martial law was declared. On
the night of 3 June, tanks rolled through the streets of Beijing, charged with clearing the square at all
costs. On the streets, even as gunfire rang out around them, people seemed unable to understand what was
happening. Tanks rumbled through the capital's streets late on 3 June as the army moved into the square
from several directions, randomly firing on unarmed protesters. The injured were rushed to hospital on
bicycle rickshaws by frantic residents shocked by the army's sudden and extreme response to the peaceful
mass protest. Demonstrators, mainly students, had occupied the square for seven weeks, refusing to move
until their demands for democratic reform were met.

The military offensive came after several failed attempts to persuade the protesters to leave. Throughout
Saturday the government warned it would do whatever it saw necessary to clamp down on what it
described as "social chaos". But even though violence was expected, the ferocity of the attack took many
by surprise, bringing condemnation from around the world.

US President George Bush said he deeply deplored the use of force, and UK Prime Minister Margaret



Thatcher said she was "shocked and appalled by the shootings".

Meanwhile reports have emerged of troops searching the main Peking university campus for ringleaders,
beating and killing those they suspect of coordinating the protests. The demonstrations in Tiananmen
Square have been described as the greatest challenge to the communist state in China since the 1949
revolution. They were called to coincide with a visit to the capital by Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev,
by students seeking democratic reform.

The history of a mankind is a history of wars among tribes and nations. War has always been paid
a great attention to.

But it is quite clear that when diplomacy in international relations breaks down, governments
frequently resort to the use of armed force. And war is sometimes viewed as simply another form of
diplomacy - a deliberate, conscious policy designed to achieve political goals. At other times war is seen
as the result of unplanned responses to the environment based either on a human instinct for violence or
on complex emotions of fear, frustration, and anger. In other words, war, defined as a large-scale
organized violence between countries, can be seen as merely one expression of the fact that the humans
have range of normal behavioral responses to conflict, violence being one of them. No single perspective
provides a complete understanding of war, however, wars occur in multiple forms and have multiple
courses.

The causes of war can be found at the individual, nation-state, and international system levels.
There are five basic motives for war: 1) wars to seize or to take back territory; 2) wars to redeem people;
3) wars to spread religious or ideology; 4) revolutionary wars; 5) civil wars and wars of separation.

All these motives can be found in any period of the history. But we should not forget that till the
twentieth century wars in most cases did not concern civilians. With the industrial revolution of the
nineteenth century and the scientific and technological revolution of the twentieth century and creating of
new weapons the world became more dangerous. The war stopped to distinguish the theatre of operations
and the home front. The life of civilians was threatened. And at the beginning of the twentieth century the
war is becoming total. It caused the changing the conception of the national security, where the prevailing
attention was paid to military aspects. And security was identified here with the absence of military
threat.

Increasing of the military power and the opportunity of its use was becoming a threat to the
universe.

Each war in the twentieth century was becoming more and more destructive.

The cold war happened at the period when a nuclear bomb had already been created. And the
understanding of the danger of using it saved the world.

Politicians understand that war involves enormous human, political and economic costs for both

winners and losers. Today it has reached new, unprecedented levels of potential destructiveness.

In the past two months, nearly 30,000 immigrants have arrived in
Italy from Tunisia.

THE EVOLUTION OF MULTILATERAL DIPLOMACY

Diplomacy is the method by which nation-states, through authorized agents, maintain mutual
relations, communicate with each other, and carry out political, economic, and legal transactions.

Although the roots of diplomacy reach back to the beginning of organized human society, the Peace of
Westphalia o f I MX is generally believed to be the origin of diplomacy as an institution, since it
marked the beginning of the European nation-state system (which initially consisted of twelve well-
defined sovereign states) and codified the rules of conduct among sovereign and “equal” states. The
Westphalian principles of sovereignty and the territorial state that were established in the seventeenth
century are the foundation o f today’s multilateral diplomatic system.

The history of diplomacy is commonly divided between the “old diplomacy” that reached its zenith in the
nineteenth century and the “new diplomacy” of the twentieth. The “old diplomacy” or “bilateral
diplomacy” was dominated for almost three hundred years by the “French system of diplomacy”,
which established and developed several key features of contemporary diplomacy-resident
ambassadors, secret negotiations, ceremonial duties and protocol, honesty, and professionalism. Old
diplomacy was predominantly limited to the conduct of relations on a state-to-state basis via resident
missions (embassies), with the resident ambassador being the key actor. The “new diplomacy” that
emerged in the nineteenth century and found its fullest expression in the twentieth is distinguished from
the “old” by two themes: “First, the demand that diplomacy should be more open to public scrutiny and
control, and second, the projected establishment o f an international organization which would act both as
a forum for the peaceful settlement of disputes and as a deterrent to the waging of aggressive war”.

The vestiges of the “old diplomacy” rapidly faded into the background after World War II, when the
“standing diplomatic conference” (or, as it is more commonly known, international organization)
and multilateral diplomacy blossomed. By the middle of the twentieth century, the international arena had
become too big and too complex for traditional bilateral diplomacy to manage, unleashing the
unprecedented drive of the past fifty years to build international and regional organizations with
defined rules of procedure, permanent secretariats, and permanently accredited diplomatic missions and
gradually shifting the emphasis in diplomatic method from traditional bilateralism to multilateralism. This
was a particularly important development in international relations.

As a consequence, the “new” diplomacy, especially as it is manifested in the United Nations,
broadened the tasks of the profession, subtly changing how diplomats conduct their trade. Today, the
tasks of a diplomat include: (1) formal and substantive representation (the former involves presentation



of credentials, protocol and participation in the diplomatic circuit of a national capital or an international
or regional institution, while the latter includes explanation and defence of national policies and
negotiations with other governments); (2) information gathering (acting as a “listening post™); (3)
laying the groundwork or preparing the basis for a policy or new initiatives; (4) reducing interstate
friction or oiling the wheels of bilateral or multilateral relations; (5) managing order and change; and
(6) creating, drafting and amending international normative and regulatory rules.

Multilateral diplomacy emphasizes diplomats’ public speaking, debating and language skills since
communications are conducted principally by means of verbal, face-to-face exchanges rather than in the
predominantly written style o f bilateral diplomacy. The expansion and intertwining of political,
economic, and social issues and concerns on the agenda of multilateral diplomacy have pushed diplomats
towards greater specialization, and increased involvement in external affairs of domestic ministries, such
as those concerned with agriculture, civil aviation, finance and health. As Sir David Hannay, former
permanent representative o f the United Kingdom to the United Nations, points out: “You have to have a
reasonable spread of specializations. You now certainly have to have military advice. And on the
development side, you have to have people who know something about environment, who know
something about population control, who know something about wider development policies”.

Also, multilateral diplomacy has overlaid the task of the international system on the diplomats’ traditional
function of advancing and protecting national interests within the system.

According to a recent statistics, the United States contributed 25
per cent of the total U.N. budget; the former Soviet Union contributed 12.9 per cent, and Japan was the
third largest contributor with 7,15 per cent, 5,86 per cent of the budget was covered by France.

When a country joins the U.N., it promises to settle any dispute or disagreement it has with



another country peacefully. This is a promise that's not always easy to keep, but it's certainly one that is
so vital, so really necessary, in this day of world-wide nuclear weapons.

The six main organs of the United Nations are: the General Assembly, the Security Council, the
Economic and Social Council, the Trusteeship Council, the International Court of Justice and the
Secretariat.

Post-Cold War conflicts have become contests between powerful armies and inferior forces that use
violent and nonviolent means meant to wear down, rather than vanquish opponents

Some analysts contend that the age of unquestioned Western military superiority has ended. They point to
Irag where the U.S., the world's only superpower, finds itself in a protracted conflict with an inferior
enemy force and Israel's campaign in southern Lebanon.

After decades of failed attempts by Arab states to fight Israel with conventional armies built on the
Western model, actors like the Palestine Liberation Organization, Hamas and Hezbollah have come up
with a new strategy. It blends violent and non-violent means intended to exhaust, not defeat a superior
military force.

This new way of warfare does not pose a threat to the West, it can prevent conventional armies from
achieving decisive results. It's ambushes, suicide bombing attacks, assassinations and the intimidation of
the population. It includes propaganda and efforts to rouse the population to engage in popular resistance.
It's a way of warfare, which poses an acute challenge to a conventionally organized Western nation state



trying to defeat it. The battlefields and frontlines of such conflicts are hard to define and that wars that are
expected to be short often become open-ended.

Some experts say the West is losing the battle in the war on terrorism to adversaries that are as agile as
they are cunning, very networked, very quick to adapt. They are able to run this global insurgency with
command and control, propaganda, recruiting, financing.

The use of private contractors increased significantly after the end of the Cold War. Privatizing military
operations has accelerated since the U.S.-led military action in Iraq. Companies like Blackwater or others
are able to be more flexible, more adaptive than the U.S. government.

But other experts argue that private armies owe allegiance to no country or government and are
unregulated. By relying on these private military contractors, we are undermining the unity of a strong
military with the defense of the state as its main goal. These contractors' main goal is to get paid, not the
defense of a country.

3. History of the Israeli-Palestinian Conflict

[TpuMepHbIii OTBeT:

The Israeli-Palestinian conflict is a long-standing and complex struggle rooted in historical, political, and
cultural factors. Its origins can be traced back to the late 19th and early 20th centuries, when nationalist
movements emerged among both Jews and Arabs in the region of Palestine, then part of the Ottoman
Empire.

The rise of Zionism, a movement advocating for the establishment of a Jewish homeland in Palestine,
gained momentum in the late 1800s. In 1917, the Balfour Declaration by the British government
expressed support for a "national home for the Jewish people" in Palestine, which was met with resistance
from the Arab population who feared displacement and loss of their land.

After World War I, the League of Nations granted Britain a mandate over Palestine, exacerbating tensions
between Jewish and Arab communities. The influx of Jewish immigrants increased during the 1930s and
1940s, particularly in response to the Holocaust, leading to violent clashes between the two groups.

In 1947, the United Nations proposed a partition plan to create separate Jewish and Arab states. While
Jewish leaders accepted the plan, Arab leaders rejected it, leading to the 1948 Arab-Israeli War.
Following Israel's declaration of independence, hundreds of thousands of Palestinians were displaced, an
event referred to as the Nakba, or "catastrophe."

The conflict continued with further wars, uprisings, and negotiations, including the Six-Day War in 1967,
which resulted in Israel's occupation of the West Bank and Gaza Strip. Efforts for peace, such as the Oslo
Accords in the 1990s, aimed to establish a framework for a two-state solution but have repeatedly faltered
due to ongoing violence, settlement expansion, and political divisions.

Today, the Israeli-Palestinian conflict remains unresolved, characterized by deep-seated grievances,
mutual distrust, and a cycle of violence, with both sides yearning for peace and recognition of their
national identities. The situation continues to evolve, influenced by regional and global dynamics.

5. Differences between War and Conflict.

[TpyMepHbIii OTBeT:

I shall concentrate upon the concepts of war and conflict and try to find out the major differences between
the two.

When we talk of wars, two wars that stand out in the minds of all people are the two world wars that took
place in the twentieth century and are living examples of destruction of lives and property. If we count
wars as open, declared, and intentional armed struggles between nations or political entities, more than
3000 wars have been fought on the face of the earth so far and despite concerted and united efforts by
civilized nations, there seems to be no end to the use of this instrument of settling disputes between
countries. Though it is common to refer to armed conflict of long duration between two countries as
classical wars, civil wars inside countries are also considered wars. What would you call the latest call
given by the ex President of US to fight against international terror. He described it as war on terror, and
war indeed it is, involving cooperation and active support of the international community.

Mutual disdain between political parties and use of violence by them against each other does not
constitute as war. To be classified as a war, the conflict must be widespread, intentional, and declared. It
requires mobilization of personnel and fighter or soldiers moving to front positions to defend territories.



Conflict arises from disagreement between two parties where parties perceive a threat to their needs and
interests. It is a state of open and prolonged fighting between people, ideologies, and even countries. It is
a known fact that there are differences in the positions of parties involved in any conflict. As long as the
level of disagreement remains manageable, conflict remains verbal and can be solved (or at least raises
hopes of settlement) through negotiations. It is when the levels of disagreements go beyond control that
conflicts give rise to violence and armed struggles.

In an organization, there is always a conflict between the management and the employees because of
differences in interests. But there is a mechanism to resolve these conflicts like meetings, negotiations,
and talks. Similarly in a political system, there is always a conflict between the party in power and those
in opposition, but it does not get out of hand as there are rules and regulations and also norms of conduct
that keep discordant elements in check.

There are international conflicts that are mostly pertaining to disputes about geographical boundaries as
countries claim a particular region as their own which is denied vehemently by those who control those
areas. One such international conflict is India Pakistan Kashmir conflict which has led to three full
fledged wars between these two countries and remains a potential nuclear flash point with both countries
now being nuclear powers. Another international conflict that has remained unresolved for the last 5
decades is the Israel Palestine conflict with Israel on one side and most of the Arab states on the other
side.

9. Types of Terrorism.

It is common today for people to hear the word terrorism and immediately think of al-Qaeda or other
Islamic extremists. While Islamic extremism does contribute to certain types of terrorism, there are many
other forms as well, all with their own characteristics and challenges for policy makers. These types
commonly overlap to describe single terrorist organizations but are useful in providing a way of
differentiating what these groups will target and what motivates them.

Defining these groups helps us to understand necessary responses to each form of terrorism. Here are
several of the most common types of terrorism, examples of each, and countermeasures that can be used
to combat them.

Terrorism is the use of violence to physically and psychologically terrorize a population by an individual
or a group in order to draw attention to a cause, enact political change, or gain political power.

State terrorism is the systematic use of terror by a government in order to control its population. Not to be
confused with state sponsored terrorism, where states sponsor terrorist groups, state terrorism is entirely
carried out by the group holding power in a country and not a non-governmental organization. It is the
original form of terrorism. The 1793 French Revolution and the thousands of executions that resulted are
often cited as the first instance of state terrorism, though rulers have plausibly been using it for centuries
to control their subjects.

Terrorism can be motivated by religious ideologies and grievances. Religious terrorism is particularly
dangerous due to the fanaticism of those who practice it and their willingness to sacrifice themselves for
the cause. Religious terrorists are more likely to use “all in” tactics such as suicide bombings. This is
made possible by religious teachings used to justify and even encourage this kind of self-sacrifice.

Right Wing terrorism aims to combat liberal governments and preserve traditional social orders. Right
Wing terrorism is commonly characterized by militias and gangs; many times these groups are racially
motivated and aim to marginalize minorities within a state.

Left Wing Terrorist groups seek to overthrow capitalist democracies and establish socialist or communist
governments in their place. They want to attack the established system in order to do away with class
distinction. While these groups still exist they are not as prominent as they were during the Cold War.
Pathological Terrorism describes the use of terrorism by individuals who utilize such strategies for the
sheer joy of terrorizing others. Pathological terrorists often operate alone rather in groups like the others
on this list and often are not true ‘terrorists’ as they lack any well-defined political motive.

Issue Oriented Terrorism is carried out for the purpose of advancing a specific issue. Commonly these
issues are social in nature or deal with the environment. Here this definition is used to include
environmental terrorism.

Separatist Terrorists seek to cause fragmentation within a country and establishment a new state. This
type of terrorism is typical of minorities within a nation-state that desire their own, commonly due to



discrimination from the majority group.

[TpumepHslii otBeT: A Foreign Service career is more than a job. It involves uncommon commitments and
occasional hardships as well as unique rewards and opportunities. A decision to enter this career must
involve unusual motivation and a firm dedication to public service. Foreign Service personnel are
committed to support their country’s policy publicly, whatever their private views. The Foreign Service is
a mobile profession. Personnel must agree to serve at any national diplomatic or consular post abroad, or
in any domestic position, according to the needs of the Foreign Service.

Personnel spend an average of 60 % of their careers abroad. This imposed mobility presents
challenges to family life and raising children not found in more settled careers. Many overseas posts are
in small or remote countries where harsh climates, health hazards, and other discomforts exist, and where
many social amenities frequently are unavailable. Overseas service may also involve security risks to



personnel and their families.

However, careers in the Foreign Service offer special rewards too: the pride and satisfaction of
representing your country and protecting your country’s interests abroad; the challenge of working in a
demanding, competitive, action-oriented profession; opportunities for change and growth; contact with
stimulating compatriots and foreign colleagues in government, business, the press and other professions,
frequent travel, and the enriching cultural and social experience of living abroad.

[MpumepHbIii oTBeT: Diplomacy is the method by which nation-states, through authorized agents, maintain
mutual relations, communicate with each other, and carry out political, economic, and legal transactions.

The Westphalian principles of sovereignty and the territorial state that were established in the
seventeenth century are the foundation of today’s multilateral diplomatic system.

The history of diplomacy is commonly divided between the “old diplomacy”. The “old
diplomacy” or “bilateral diplomacy” was dominated for almost three hundred years by the “French
system of diplomacy”, which established and developed several key features of contemporary diplomacy-
resident ambassadors, secret negotiations, ceremonial duties and protocol, honesty, and professionalism.
Old diplomacy was predominantly limited to the conduct of relations on a state-to-state basis. The “new
diplomacy” is distinguished from the “old” by two themes: “First, the demand that diplomacy should be
more open to public scrutiny and control, and second, the projected establishment of an international
organization which would act both as a forum for the peaceful settlement of disputes and as a deterrent to
the waging of aggressive war”.

The “new” diplomacy, especially as it is manifested in the United Nations, broadened the tasks of
the profession. Today, the tasks of a diplomat include: (1) formal and substantive representation; (2)
information gathering (acting as a “listening post”); (3) laying the groundwork or preparing the basis for a
policy or new initiatives; (4) reducing interstate friction or oiling the wheels of bilateral or multilateral
relations; (5) managing order and change; and (6) creating, drafting and amending international normative
and regulatory rules.

Multilateral diplomacy emphasizes diplomats’ public speaking, debating and language skills since
communications are conducted principally by means of verbal, face-to-face exchanges rather than in the
predominantly written style of bilateral diplomacy. The expansion and intertwining of political,
economic, and social issues and concerns on the agenda of multilateral diplomacy have pushed diplomats
towards greater specialization, and increased involvement in external affairs.

When we talk about the qualifications of a diplomat today, it’s clear that they vary just as much as
they did in the past. The key takeaway is that we need to find the right person for the right role. It’s not
easy to define a strict set of rules. Diplomats have to be human, adaptable, and versatile.

A good diplomat should have a strong personality and initiative. They need to be able to connect
with people from all walks of life and treat everyone as equals, whether it’s a sovereign, a prime minister,
or an everyday citizen. Self-confidence is crucial; they should feel comfortable standing their ground in
any situation.

Of course, a diplomat must possess keen powers of observation, sound judgment, and a strong
work ethic.

Navigating between extremes is essential. They need to be intelligent but avoid showing off their
intellect too much. Dignity, humor, and wit are also important traits. And, let’s not forget the most vital
quality of all: patience. Without it, someone aspiring to be a diplomat may never truly succeed.

Lastly, language skills are incredibly important. A diplomat who takes the time to learn the
language of the host country will find it immensely beneficial. It shows a genuine desire to connect and
understand the people, which is the best way to build strong, lasting relationships.

[TpumepHslii otBeT: There are many different kinds of international organisations, two are inter-
governmental organisations, and independent charities or non-governmental organisations (NGOs).
Many of the international organisations that exist today were formed in the last one hundred years.
Informal networks and relationships between countries had existed previously, but structured
organisations with formal goals and clearly defined organisational structures are relatively new. There are
now hundreds of different organisations that work on an international level, and many have become quite
complex as they have developed and changed over time. Each was originally created for a different
reason, and each has different goals. Some are campaigning organisations that try to change laws or
attitudes. Some give money, advice or other forms of support to those in need. Some exist to try to protect
national interests.

Organizations are groups of people, businesses, or governments that work together to solve an issue.
International organizations involve governments or people from different countries working together to
solve an issue that crosses country borders. Reaching across borders is what makes them “international.”
There are two main types of international organizations: intergovernmental and nongovernmental
organizations.

Intergovernmental organizations are based on formal agreements between three or more countries that
have come together for a specific purpose. For example, several governments might come together to
share the national experts and resources to develop solutions for fighting hunger around the world.
Nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) are groups that work to solve problems around the world.
Although they may have members that come from government organizations, they are not connected to
any government. A nongovernmental organization is free to work toward its own goals without
interference from any government. If an NGO wanted to fight hunger globally, it might collaborate with
other NGOs or raise money independently to fund projects.

International organizations have often been responsible for providing help to nations in need. They also
keep the peace in countries that are having violent uprisings or civil war. In addition to using troops or
volunteers to maintain peace, international organizations also work to provide better education and
medical care to people in war-torn areas.

ITpumepHslii otBeT: The history of a mankind is a history of wars among tribes and nations. War
has always been paid a great attention to.

But it is quite clear that when diplomacy in international relations breaks down, governments



frequently resort to the use of armed force. And war is sometimes viewed as simply another form of
diplomacy - a deliberate, conscious policy designed to achieve political goals. At other times war is seen
as the result of unplanned responses to the environment based either on a human instinct for violence or
on complex emotions of fear, frustration, and anger. In other words, war, defined as a large-scale
organized violence between countries, can be seen as merely one expression of the fact that the humans
have range of normal behavioral responses to conflict, violence being one of them. No single perspective
provides a complete understanding of war, however, wars occur in multiple forms and have multiple
courses.

The causes of war can be found at the individual, nation-state, and international system levels.
There are five basic motives for war: 1) wars to seize or to take back territory; 2) wars to redeem people;
3) wars to spread religious or ideology; 4) revolutionary wars; 5) civil wars and wars of separation.

All these motives can be found in any period of the history. But we should not forget that till the
twentieth century wars in most cases did not concern civilians. With the industrial revolution of the
nineteenth century and the scientific and technological revolution of the twentieth century and creating of
new weapons the world became more dangerous. The war stopped to distinguish the theatre of operations
and the home front. The life of civilians was threatened. And at the beginning of the twentieth century the
war is becoming total. It caused the changing the conception of the national security, where the prevailing
attention was paid to military aspects. And security was identified here with the absence of military
threat.

Increasing of the military power and the opportunity of its use was becoming a threat to the
universe.

Each war in the twentieth century was becoming more and more destructive.

The cold war happened at the period when a nuclear bomb had already been created. And the
understanding of the danger of using it saved the world.

Ortsert: Russia has long viewed terrorism as a major threat to global security. Viktor Ozerov, chairman of
the Federation Council's Committee on Defense and Security, stated that the recent events in France
should alter European leaders' perceptions of Russia, which has never posed a threat to anyone.

Ozerov emphasized that Russia recognizes terrorism, along with nuclear proliferation and drug-related
issues, as key international security threats, having faced the consequences of terrorist acts itself. He
urged European leaders and OSCE heads to focus on combating global challenges rather than imposing
sanctions on Russia. The senator believes that the situation in France should prompt a reevaluation of
Europe's stance toward Russia.

He also highlighted the importance of global vigilance against international terrorism, asserting that
Russian agencies should seek allies in this fight.



Russian President Vladimir Putin extended condolences to the victims' families in France, with
spokesperson Dmitry Peskov reiterating Moscow's firm condemnation of terrorism. The Russian Foreign
Ministry noted that the Paris attack underscores the need for continued cooperation in combating
terrorism, while Prime Minister Dmitry Medvedev called for the punishment of those responsible for the
assault.
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
