In most courts, a person called a court reporter records every word that is said during any
official (on the record) proceeding in the courtroom. During the proceeding, the reporter will read
back testimony of a witness or a statement by a lawyer or pro per, upon request of the judge. If you
want something read back for your own or the jury’s benefit, you must ask the judge for permission
to have the court reporter read it back. In a few courts, such as small claims and some lower-level
state trial courts, a court reporter is used only if the parties request one. Some courts now record
proceedings with tape recorders. Court reporters will prepare a transcript booklet of what was said
at a particular court session, upon the request of a party or the judge. It is often necessary to get a
transcript if you plan to appeal. Court reporters typically charge by the page to prepare transcripts.

1.  English law is based on common law tradition. This system has developed over the years
through the decisions of judges in the cases brought by them. The system has advantages and
disadvantages.

Firstly, the system is flexible as legal principles are based on real facts and may develop in
individual cases. For instance, the judge may apply existing precedents to each new case or
interpret statutes. Furthermore, common law can change as circumstances change.

However, there are also a number of disadvantages to common law. To begin with, laws
are often made by judges who are not part of the legislative body. In addition, the law is made up
of separate decisions in individual cases and it may not be easy sometimes to find the law as the
law does not have a coherent general form and pattern.

1. Civil law is the most common system of law in the world. Other names for the system are
Roman law and Continental law. In this system there exists a set of laws or a legal code. These
laws are abstract principles rather than concrete facts. It is the job of the judge to interpret and
apply these principles. The first systems of this kind come from the Roman Empire. An
important modern example is the Napoleonic code of 1804 which is the basis of the French legal
system.

2. Common law depends on what a court and a judge decide in individual case. The judge’s
decision depends on the decisions of other judges in previous similar cases and will influence
similar cases in the future. If the case is the first of this kind, then it is the duty of the judge to
create a precedent. This is the legal system in the US, the UK and many other English-speaking
countries.

3. The second type of lawyer found in England is known as a barrister. Barristers are usually
specialists in a very particular area of law. They give advice and opinions to solicitors and their
clients. Barristers have the right of audience, the right to be heard by a judge in all of the courts
in the land. Barristers often share offices, known by the traditional name of chambers, although
they all work alone as individuals because they are forbidden to work as partners.

4. The relationship between solicitor and client is one of contract and so the client may sue the
solicitor for breach of contract. Until recently, a solicitor could not be sued for professional
negligence in respect of advocacy in court, but in 2000, the House of Lords held that it is no
longer in the public interest for advocates to have immunity from suit. Solicitors can therefore be
sued for professional negligence alleged to have occurred both in and out of court.

5. A person who suffers harm or damage is hurt in some way. This hurt might be physical in
nature, but it might be some other type of hurt, such as causing someone to lose money.
