A. Recruitment

The process of finding people for particular jobs is recruitment or, especially in Am.
English, hiring. Someone who has been recruited is a recruit or, in Am. English, a hire. The
company employs or hires them; they join the company. A company may recruit employees
directly or use outside recruiters, recruitment agencies or employment agencies. Outside specialists
called

headhunters may be called on to headhunt people for very important jobs, persuading them
to leave the organizations they already work for. This process is called headhunting.

B. Applying for a job

Fred is a van driver, but he was fed up with long trips. He looked in the situations vacant
pages of his local newspaper, where a local supermarket was advertising for van drivers for a new
delivery service. He applied for the job by completing an application

form and sending it in. Harry is a building engineer. He saw a job in the appointment pages
of one of the national papers. He made an application, sending in his CV (curriculum vitae — the
“story” of his working life) and a covering letter explaining why he wanted the job and why he was
the right person for it.

Note: BrE: CV; AmE: resume

BrE: covering letter; AmE: cover letter.

C. Selection procedures

Dagmar Schmidt is the head of recruitment at a German telecommunications company. She
talks about the selection process, the methods that the company uses to recruit people: “We
advertise in national newspapers. We look at the backgrounds of applicants: their experience of



different jobs and their educational qualifications. We don’t ask for handwritten letters of
application as people usually apply by email; handwriting analysis belongs to the 19th century. We
invite the most interesting candidates to a group discussion. Then we have individual interviews
with each candidate. We also ask the candidates to do written psychological tests to assess their
intelligence and personality. After this we shortlist three or four candidates. We check their
references by writing to their referees: previous employers or teachers that candidates have named
in their applications. If the references are OK, we ask the candidates to come back for more
interviews. Finally, we offer the job to someone, and if they turn it down we have to think again. If
they accept it, we hire them. We only appoint someone if we find the right person”.

JOB INTERVIEWING. GETTING DOWN TO BASICS

A job interview is your chance to show an employer what he or she will get if you’re

hired. That is why it is essential to be well prepared for the job interview. There exist five
basic types of interviews:

The Screening Interview

This is usually an interview with someone in human resources. It may take place in person
or on the telephone. He or she will have a copy of your resume in hand and will try to verify the
information on it. The human resources representative will want to find out if you meet the
minimum qualifications for the job and, if you do, you will be passed on to the next step.

The Selection Interview

The selection interview is the step in the process which makes people the most anxious.The



employer knows you are qualified to do the job. While you may have the skills to perform the tasks
that are required by the job in question, the employer needs to know if you have the personality
necessary to “fit in.” Someone who can’t interact well with management and co-workers may
disrupt the functioning of an entire department. This ultimately can affect the company’s bottom
line.

The Group Interview

In the group interview, several job candidates are interviewed at once. The interviewer or
interviewers are trying to separate the leaders from the followers. The interviewer may also be
trying to find out if you are a “team player.” The type of personality the employer is looking for
determines the outcome of this interview. There is nothing more to do than act naturally.

The Panel Interview

The candidate is interviewed by several people at once. It can be quite intimidating as
questions are fired at you. You should try to remain calm and establish rapport with each member of
the panel. Make eye contact with each member of the panel as you answer his or her question.

The Stress Interview

It is not a very nice way to be introduced to the company that may end up being your future
employer. It is, however, a technique sometimes used to weed out those that cannot handle
adversity. The interviewer may try to artificially introduce stress into the interview by asking
questions so quickly that the candidate doesn’t have time to answer each one. The interviewer may
also ask weird questions, not to determine what the job candidate answers, but how he or she
answers.

Preparing for the Interview

Before you begin to think about how you will dress for the interview, or answer questions,
you should gather as much information about the employer as you can. Not only will you appear
informed and intelligent, it will also help you make a decision if a job offer is eventually made.
You might also want to prepare for answering questions by listing some of your attributes. Talk to
former co-workers with whom you worked closely. Ask them to list some traits about you that they
most admired - work related, of course. You want to seem somewhat spontaneous, but you also
want to appear self-confident. The way to do that is to rehearse, not exactly what you will say, but
how you will say it. A great method is to rehearse in front of a video camera. Study your posture,
the way you make eye contact, and your body language.

Dressing for the Interview

Appearance is very important and whether we like it or not, it is the first thing people notice
about us. You should match your dress to employees in the workplace in which you are
interviewing and probably take it up a notch. If dress is very casual, those being interviewed should
wear dress pants and dress shirts or skirts and blouses. Don’t choose a Friday, since many offices
have “casual Fridays.”2

Typically a career involves a growth path which takes an individual to a higher position in
the organizational hierarchy over a certain period of time. It is called the career ladder or the career
path. Most of the organisations map out various steps in the lifetime of an organisation in advance.
This is done to proactively assess various job movements, vertical and lateral or cross functional
moves.

Career ladders are part of the information services which in turn is a component of the
career development systems. It is a part of the career management process. According to one
survey conducted among 182 of the fortune 500 firms, career ladders or career path was considered



as one of the effective tools of retention, work motivation and having the communication.

The process of chalking the career path is beneficial to both the employees and the
organisation. From the perspective of the organisation, they are able to preempt future job
opportunities for the employees and for answering employee queries about their career progression.
Lots of organisations group jobs by job families. General Motors for instance employs one such
strategy. They group marketing, HR, Engineering and production etc to draft a picture of future
prospects for the employee in each group.

For an employee the career path or the ladder helps him set targets for himself
throughout his career; evaluate himself continually and develop new skills required at the
time of transition from one position to a higher. The career path carries the time line, the
intermediate goals and the skills and competencies or the qualifications. It thus serves as a guide
map. For example the career path in a sales department may look like:

Executive Business Development = Senior Executive Business Development = Assistant
Manager = Deputy Manager ®Manager = Area Sales Manager = Senior Manager = Deputy
General Manager = General Manager = Vice President and so forth.

The banker explains the financial products available at the bank. The client takes notes. Finally
the client decides, which product they will apply for.

Role-play Part I1:

Bankers now set up a bank profile and do a credit evaluation. This involves asking questions
about income and debt. The questions are on the banker activity sheet and the answers to the
questions are on the client role-play cards.

Discussion and Wrap-up

With the clients you can briefly discuss which financial products were more appealing and why?
With the bankers you can discuss who they felt had a good credit evaluation and why? (Or in
other words, whom would they lend money to?). The doctor has a good salary but also a lot debt.
The waitress has a modest salary but almost no debt.

What Is an Intercultural Communication?

Intercultural communication is defined as a type of global communication that is used by
individuals from different religious, social, ethnic and educational backgrounds. It seeks to
provide an understanding of how people from various cultures communicate in the global
context by providing the forms of communication used in these cultures.

As a field of research, intercultural communication provides in-depth information on the
various communication and interactional situations that people from different ethnic
backgrounds and communities find themselves in and also how they interact with people from
different cultures (Gudykunst 2003).

Intercultural communication also focuses on the attributes and perceptions of people who
are termed to be intercultural so as to explain the types of communication strategies and practices
they engage during networking sessions. Interculturality is an essential aspect of intercultural
communication because it is able to capture the complex phenomenon of cross-cultural
interactions.

It talks about the various cultures that exist in the world as well as the ethnic backgrounds
of different people and how this affects interactions and communication. Intercultural
communication combines the concepts of interculturality and discussion to gain a useful insight
into the theories and frameworks that form this concept (Hess-Luttich, 2003).

There are various theories which have been developed to explain the concept of
intercultural communication some of which include the theories focusing on communication
networks, theories focusing on effective outcomes, theories on accommodation, negotiation and
management theories and theories based on acculturation and adjustment (Gudykunst 2003). The
purpose of this study will be to evaluate the various theories and frameworks that are used to
explain pragmatic intercultural concepts.
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
