Lost in translation?

There’s a well-known story in the world of literary translators about the translator who was
thrilled to see his work appear at great length in an article in a prestigious magazine. He had
translated a number of novels by a little-known Scandinavian novelist, 1 and not received
the attention or praise he deserved. He had dedicated much of his working life to trying to get this
novelist some recognition. The article agreed with his assessment of the novelist’s work and
illustrated its view of his worth by quoting long passages from the translations.

But something was missing. The translator searched in vain for a mention of his name. It
didn’t appear anywhere. The translator’s joy at the coverage of his favourite author was
considerably spoiled by this. He felt that he himself should have had some recognition in the
article. The implication was that the translations had just appeared from nowhere, or even perhaps
that the novelist had done them himself. It was as if the translator did not exist, 2

This incident raises a fundamental question about the status and function of the literary
translator. Most people would agree that it was wrong of the magazine to omit any mention of the
translator. However, it is also true that readers themselves operate in exactly the same way, and
for them it is also as if the translator didn’t exist. When people read a translation of a novel, they
want to feel they are reading what the novelist, 3 , wrote. They don’t want to be reminded
that they are not reading, and would not be able to read, the original novel as created by the
novelist. The translator has fulfilled a necessary function for them, but they do not wish to know
who the translator was or pay any attention to what they have done. Readers are simply the
receivers of what the translator does.

A TRAVELLER OR A TOURIST?

A

What is the difference between a traveller and a tourist? Well, the easy distinction often
made concerns what kind of trip people are on. To put it simply, someone visiting other countries
with a backpack and roaming from place to place without a fixed itinerary is often regarded,
especially by themselves, as a ‘traveller’. Someone on holiday, especially someone on a package
holiday for one or two weeks, is generally regarded as a ‘tourist’. According to this distinction, the
traveller gains an understanding of the place as it really is — mixing in with the locals, learning
about the culture —whereas the tourist merely skates over the surface, seeing the sights but ignoring
the people and their culture. This is why many people who consider themselves ‘travellers’ sneer
dismissively at ‘tourists’ and are so anxious to distance themselves from them.



B

However, this distinction does not seem to me to hold water in many cases. First of all,
let’s accept that a traveller is someone who fully experiences the place they visit rather than simply
observing it from the outside, as a tourist does. Does everyone calling themselves a traveller really
do this? Of course not. There are herds of young backpackers out there in all corners of the world
who see and learn very little of the places they visit. Sticking together in groups, their tales on
return are seldom of what they learnt of other cultures, but of the other backpackers they met.
Contact with local people is negligible, and there is the suspicion that they are merely ticking boxes
so that they can say they have visited all the places that their peers go to. This seems to me not to
distinguish them at all from the package tourists boasting about the places they have been to, but
who the backpackers so deride. Secondly, there are plenty of people much older than the
backpackers who do immerse themselves in the cultures of the places they visit, even if they are
only on short holidays. It’s not about how long your stay is, how old you are, how you got there,
or how you move around there. It’s all about attitude.

C

If you really are a traveller, there’s a purpose to your trip beyond simply getting away from
work, taking it easy, or enjoying the weather. You broaden your mind, see other people’s lives
through their eyes, gain new perspectives. You meet and have real conversations with local people.
You learn that some of your expectations and assumptions were wrong. Your trip has an effect on
you. You are wiser about another culture, other ways of thinking and living. A tourist, on the other
hand, isn’t interested in any of that. Tourists hardly engage at all with the place they are visiting,
preferring to confirm their own preconceptions rather than challenge them, keeping the local
people and culture at arm’s length, seeing everything through the lens of a camera.

One of the first rules of being a traveller is that you have to accept the place for what it is.
Don’t complain that it’s hot, that there are bugs, that life moves at a different pace, that local people
sometimes stare at you. Don’t keep comparing the place with home or other places you’ve been.
Don’t let disappointments about the quality of service or level of facilities in your accommodation
dominate your thoughts. Instead, get out and about. Watch how local people interact, how they go
about their daily business. Learn some words of the language that you can use in shops and other
places and go where the local people go. Ask questions rather than thinking you know all the
answers. Once you’ve found the various bits of key information you need, leave the guidebook
behind — you’ll learn more from personal contact and direct experience than you can get from any
book. Put the camera away for a while and instead store images of what you see in your mind.
Anyone can do these things, no matter what kind of trip they’re on. Even if you’re on a short
annual holiday, you can be a traveller rather than a tourist; plenty of people who call themselves
travellers are actually tourists. It’s all in the mind.

Getting in the danger zone

As a child psychologist, | often get asked by parents, how can | raise my child to be happy
and self-confident? I’ve had a long hard think about this, and based on my own experience, and
some extensive research, I’ve come up with some advice which | think works for all children
regardless of culture or style of upbringing. It may shock some parents to hear this advice coming
from a psychologist — someone who is charged with ensuring the well-being of children — but for
normal development, children need to be exposed to danger.

We live in a world where we are subjected to increasingly stringent health and safety
regulations. ( 1) Really? Such warnings, along with guidelines for the proper use of almost every
piece of baby equipment or children’s toy imaginable, just add to parental paranoia. But kids are
actually a lot tougher and more responsible than we think. If we are too wary and eliminate every
sharp object, or remove every potential hazard within reach of our children, the first time they do
come in contact with anything sharp they\'ll hurt themselves with it.

My overall advice is to be a bit more laid-lack and allow children the valuable learning
opportunities that real life presents. This enables them to learn, though trial and error, how to risk
assess and problem solve — interact with the world around them. Not as a bystander but as a fully
involved mini human being. ( 2 ) They’re simply programmed that way, and suppressing that urge
to explore and push boundaries holds them back. Just make sure you’re somewhere near in case
they try something which really is too dangerous. And if they get hurt, pick them up and give them
a big hug, not a telling-off!

So, how can you facilitate that valuable, dangerous play? Perhaps the most controversial
one, is to let them play with fire. It seems the desire to control one of nature’s most elemental
forces is inherent in all human beings. Think about any time you’ve been to a barbecue or sat
around a campfire. I’'m sure everyone crowded round it and stared into the flames, didn’t they?
And how many adults got together and tried to light it, offered advice, watched over it, threw
another log on? Without fire, the human race would never have survived to the point where we are
now. The first time we get to light and control this mysterious element is magical. ( 3) Not only
that but also about how to stay safe and avoid accident or injury. The confidence and self-esteem
that comes with that are invaluable and these qualities set the foundations for a happy childhood.

Another controversial suggestion is to let children handle knives. | remember my mother-
in-law taking the butter knife away from my son when he was around ten months old. Each time
he reached out for it, she would move it away saying, ‘Don’t touch. Sharp!’, and each time she did
this he tried harder and harder, determined to reach it. For him, it was a tool, one that instinct told
him he needed to grab and learn how to use. But for my mother-in-law, it was a weapon, a hazard
that could cause injury. In reality, the butter knife was not sharp and highly unlikely to cause any
harm at all. What my mother-in-law didn’t know was that my son had regularly used the knife to
cut up little pieces of food since he had been old enough to hold it. He had such focus and
determination when he was using it, and he never hurt himself. The outcome was that he had



learned to use his first ‘adult’ tool. ( 4 ) One which motivated him to explore further and use other
tools to see how they worked.

Children are designed to learn by copying adults — they want to do all the stuff that adults
do. If you have ever observed a child watching an adult involved in a task, particularly one that
involves a tool, you will have noticed just how absorbed they are, how much they are
concentrating. In many cultures, children are given sharp knives and other potentially dangerous
tools as young as two or three years old in order to learn the skills they will need in adulthood. (5)
When you do this at home with your children, give very simple rules — always cut away from your
body, keep your fingers out of the way, never force it. Of course, you can’t guarantee they won’t
hurt themselves. They will cut themselves or get a bruise or two, and they will sometimes screw
things up. But that’s OK, it’s all part of the learning process.

Crossing cultures

Human beings worldwide share many similarities: we have the same physiology, and the
same basic needs. Nevertheless, we are extremely culturally diverse, and this inevitably has an
effect on how we see the world. Traditional psychological studies focused mainly on small groups
of subjects, with the assumption that any scientific findings could be applied to the general human
population. However, in order for research to be valid (accurate and generalizable) the global
human population must be represented.

Such findings helped to give rise to the field of cross-cultural psychology, with thinking
shifting towards the idea that some psychological phenomena such as personality, cognition and
perception might be more influenced by culture than initially thought. Although research is still
ongoing, a considerable amount of evidence has been accumulated so far, and the results are
fascinating.

In relation to the concept of the ‘self’, psychology has long maintained that people are most
likely to describe themselves in terms of personal characteristics as opposed to preferences.
However, more recent research shows that this tendency appears culturally determined. We now
know that some cultures, particularly those from Europe and North America, consider the
individual self as independent, i.e. possessing a sense of freedom and autonomy. In contrast, other
cultures perceive the self as interdependent — having a connection with those around them such as
family, friends and community. Such inter-connectedness with social relationships is more
prevalent in the cultures of Latin America, Africa, and Asia.

When it comes to emotions, scientific evidence also shows that people of different cultures
experience emotions in diverse ways. In a recent study, a team of international researchers
examined emotion words from almost a third of the world’s languages. By combining vast amounts
of linguistic data, they recorded colexifications — cases where a word within a particular language
is used to express multiple concepts. For instance, ‘funny’ in English can have two separate
meanings — humorous and strange.

However, there were also some remarkable differences in cultural perceptions of certain
emotions. For example, in Indo-European languages, the family of languages spoken in most of
Europe, the concept of love was more closely associated with happy, while in the Austronesian
languages of South Asia, it was more related to pity. In Tai-Kadai languages, widely spoken in
Southeast Asia, anxiety was more associated with fear in comparison to Austroasiatic languages,
which paired it with grief.

Through such studies it is apparent that culture plays a key role in shaping our perceptions.
However, valid research into the field of cross-cultural psychology is still in its relative infancy.
Some researchers believe it should be viewed as a vital contribution to future psychological



research and theory-making. With further study, perhaps we will uncover more about how culture
influences the human behaviour that was once thought to be universal.

A Experiments using functional magnetic resonance imaging (fMRI) could prove
useful in revealing how these differences in the perception of the self are linked to the brain’s
physiological activity. A recent study found differences between brain activity in Chinese and
American volunteers when thinking about themselves and their mothers. Such findings suggest a
potentially rich source of data for future investigations in this area.

B The researchers have consequently concluded that there are links between culture
and the perception of emotion. In addition to this, they noted that cultures which were closer in
geographical proximity to each other tended to group emotional concepts more similarly than those
cultures that were further apart. It is thought that this could be due to contact between speakers of
those languages, for instance, as a result of migration, trade or shared ancestry.

C In terms of mental health, scientific evidence shows that cultures experience
different and quite specific issues. Due to the existence of cultural differences in behaviour, more
research needs to be done in the field of psychiatry. What may be seen as normal behaviour in one
culture could be seen as atypical or even classified as a disorder in another.

D Numerous studies have revealed cultural differences which affect all aspects of
cognition including attention, perception, memory, reasoning, and problem solving. For instance,
people from cultures which demonstrate a more holistic (looking at the whole) mode of thinking,
such as the Japanese, tend to notice background detail and context as much as foreground in
comparison to people from Western cultures such as the US, who were mostly found to notice
foreground details.

E Unfortunately, in the past this has not always been the case. A study conducted in
2010 by psychologist Joseph Henrich revealed that over 90% of participants in psychological
studies were inhabitants of countries referred to in psychology terms as “WEIRD’ (Western,
Educated, Industrialized, Rich, and Democratic). It was noted that participants from WEIRD
societies did not accurately represent the wider global population.

F Similar to the self-perception research, the results of the study highlighted that both
cultural and biological processes influence the way we perceive emotions. The data revealed
similarities in the way various cultures attributed meaning to emotions. For example, in almost all
languages, positive emotions belonged to different colexification sets from negative emotions.
