2. Plant lovers believe that talking to plants helps them grow. Scientists have discovered
there could be a grain of truth in this belief. Researchers have discovered that plants emit
sounds when they are stressed. The noises are akin to a human cry or scream. The
scientists believe the sounds are specific enough for us to be able to interpret them and to
attend to their needs. Unfortunately, plant sounds are at too high a frequency for the
human ear to pick up. Humans can only hear frequencies of up to 16 kilohertz. The
scientists used special Al algorithms to detect ultrasonic sounds emitted by plants that
were up to 250 kilohertz. The Al also differentiated between different types of plant
sounds. The research was conducted in an acoustic chamber in an adapted greenhouse at
Israel's Tel Aviv University. Scientists discovered that vibrations from stressed tobacco
and tomato plants turned into sound waves. Lead researcher Professor Lilach Hadany
said: "Plants usually emit sounds when they are under stress. Each plant and each type of
stress 1s associated with a specific identifiable sound." She suggested that fields of crops
could be quite noisy, saying: "While imperceptible to the human ear, the sounds emitted
by plants can be heard by...bats, mice, and insects." Interpreting these sounds could help
us understand when crops are dehydrated. Farmers could irrigate their crops more
efficiently, and thus conserve water.

2. Everyone knows that bees are busy. There is even a saying in English that one can be "as
busy as a bee". However, little is known about how bees play. Scientists have discovered
one way that bees could relax after a busy day making honey - they play with balls. The
scientists are from Queen Mary University of London. They did different tests on bees
"playing" with different things. The insects particularly liked playing with small, wooden
balls. The researchers said the way bees played was a little like how humans play.
Younger bees rolled more balls than older bees, while adult males spent longer playing
with balls than adult females. The ball-rolling bees are the first known insects to "play".
The researchers experimented on 45 bumblebees in a specially designed test area. The
bees were given two options. The first choice was to fly or walk directly to get a sugary
treat. The second choice was to get to the treat by going around different coloured
wooden balls. Most of the bees decided to play with the balls and then get their treat. A



researcher said the experiments showed that bees are more thoughtful than people
believed. She said: "Bees are a million miles from the mindless, unfeeling creatures they
are traditionally believed to be." She added that: "This research provides a strong
indication that insect minds are far more sophisticated than we might imagine."

The English language has been evolving for centuries, if not for millennia. Conversations
from the Middle Ages would be almost unrecognisable today. In particular, the use and
meaning of vocabulary is in constant flux. The British charity Oxfam has issued a guide
that further pushes for changes in how the language is used, especially by charity
workers. Oxfam wants to "decolonise" English, which it considers to be, "the language of
a colonising nation". It said English needs to change "in order to decolonise our ways of
working and shift power". Oxfam has issued a 92-page "Inclusive Language Guide" to
advise employees on the use of language "to support everyone to feel empowered to be
inclusive in their work". Oxfam was founded in 1942 to help alleviate global poverty. It
now operates in more than 80 countries worldwide. Its new guide recognises the reality
that English is the dominant language used by charity workers in former British colonies.
Oxfam said: "This guide aims to support people who have to work and communicate in
the English language as part of this colonial legacy." The guide focuses on inclusivity for
the disabled, the LGBTQIA+ community, migrants, refugees, and others. Suggested
language changes include avoiding "colonial" phrases like "headquarters" and
"mankind". It said the latter word could be viewed as being patriarchal as "it is often
misunderstood as only referring to men".

Smartphones are a wonder of modern technology. They have many features that we rely
on every day. They also have many hidden functions that we are unaware of. One such
secret is on the new Apple iPhone 14 Pro. This has the ability to measure someone's
height. You just point your phone camera at a person, click on the Measure app, and get
an instant measurement of how tall that person is. The person whose height you are
measuring must be standing in front of the camera from head to toe. It is possible to
measure your own height in a mirror, but this is not so accurate. It would be better for a
friend to do it for you. The new Measure app could end arguments about who is the
tallest. The Measure app uses AR (augmented reality) and a special sensor that is inside
the camera. The technology behind the sensor is called LiDAR. This is an acronym for
"light imaging, detection, and ranging". LiDAR is also called 3D laser scanning. It is
used to make digital 3D models of areas of the Earth's surface and of the bottom of the
ocean. LiDAR measures a person's height by sending out pulses of light. These light
pulses bounce off the person being measured and return to the LiDAR sensor. The app
measures how long this took. The length of time helps the app to calculate the person's
height. The website bgr.com joked that the app, "isn't as cool as drawing lines on a door"
to find someone's height.

Hollywood has made many sci-fi movies about asteroids crashing into Earth and
destroying us all. The U.S. space agency NASA may have an answer to this end-of-the-
world possibility. It has tested a spacecraft that could change the direction of an asteroid
that might hit our planet. The spacecraft is called DART, which means Double Asteroid
Redirection Test. The $325m craft set off on its journey in November 2021. Its goal was
to crash into an asteroid called Dimorphos. The mission was a success. DART collided
with the centre of the asteroid at 24,000 kph on Monday. Scientists do not yet know if



they have changed the asteroid's direction. They will find out from data they will get in a
few weeks' time. It is the first time that humans have tried to change the direction of a
space object. NASA spokesperson Glen Nagle said DART was the first of many
"planetary protection missions". He compared our chances of surviving an asteroid hit to
the end of the dinosaurs. He said: "We want to have a better chance than the dinosaurs
had 65 million years ago." He added that in pre-history, all the dinosaurs could do was to
"look up and say, 'Oh asteroid". Another spokesperson, Lori Glaze, said DART
represented a "new era for humankind". She said: "It's an era in which we potentially
have the capability to protect ourselves from something like a dangerous, hazardous
asteroid impact."

Google Translate has added 24 languages to its translation service, bringing the total
number to 133. For many of us, Translate is an indispensable tool. It provides a
convenient, accurate and quick way of comprehending vocabulary and texts in other
languages. The 24 new languages are spoken by more than 300 million people
worldwide. Among them are the indigenous Aymara, Guarani and Quechua languages of
the Americas. Google rolled out its first translation service in 2006 and has continually
added to its repository. Google said it still has a way to go to be more comprehensive.
There are around 7,000 languages worldwide that Translate doesn't provide support for.
Translate needs to analyze a large range of linguistic data to be able to support a
language. Isaac Caswell, a Google Translate scientist, told journalists about how
advances in technology have facilitated adding the new languages. He said: "Up until a
couple of years ago, it simply was not technologically possible to add languages like
these, which are what we call a low resource — meaning that there are not very many text
resources out there for them." He explained that Google aspires to support languages
used by large populations. One of these is Lingala, spoken by 45 million people across
Central Africa. It also wants to render assistance for indigenous languages that are often
overlooked by technology.
